Thredbo YHA offers groups affordable accommodation,
while accessing a multitude of activities available in Kosciuszko National Park.

We can accommodate groups of up to 48 people. We also offer the Rent-A-YHA scheme, allowing
groups to exclusively book the whole of Thredbo YHA.

YHA’S Commitment To Your Group

o A member of staff will be available 24 hours a day and can be called upon to help with any
emergencies.

¢ You will be allocated separate group bedrooms and will not be expected to share with other
guests not in your group.

e YHA will take all reasonable precautions to ensure the safety and security of your group and
their property.

o If your group comprises of children under 18 years old your group leaders, including the
coach driver and any other accompanying adults, will be allocated separate rooms from the
group if requested.
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e Group leader rooms will be allocated as close as possible to the group to facilitate effective
supervision. If however you have a group of a young age and prefer to be in the same room
as them, this can also be arranged.

The Accommodation

e The hostel can be accessed 24 hours a day. Reception is open daily from 8am to 10am and
3pm to 8pm. Entry at other times is by security code.

e All bedding is provided (doonas, sheets and pillows) however you must bring towels.

e Bathroom facilities are situated on each floor and shared by the people in dormitory-style
rooms.

o Please note that due to the layout of rooms, group members may be located on different
levels.

Please relay the necessary information below to your group members.

e Rooms can be occupied from 3pm on the day of arrival and must be vacated by 10am on the
day of departure.

o Please take time to familiarise yourself and all of your group members with the emergency
procedures listed on the back of the door in each room.

e When vacating the rooms, please remove the sheets and pillowcases from the beds and
rubbish from room and take down to reception.

e Please bring all keys to reception when you check-out.

e Groups booking accommodation at any YHA must hold current group membership.

¢ Group membership covers 10 or more persons travelling as part of a registered group.

Parking

e Thredbo YHA does not have parking on premises. There is a luggage drop off area located at
the front of the building, which can be accessed from Buckwong Place. There is a 3 tonne
limit on the access bridge.

e There are local restaurants and cafes within walking distance of the hostel for breakfast,
lunch and dinner.

e We can also cater for you: continental breakfast $8.00 pp and packed lunch $10.00 pp.
